The Instruments of St. Peter’s

The organ in the church was built by Mander Organs, of London, England,
and was a gift to the parish. The three-manual organ has mechanical
(tracker) key action with electric stop action. The organ has 57 ranks
totalling 3,040 pipes and was completed in 2001.

The chamber organ was also built by Mander Organs. It is a fourrank
instrument with stops speaking at 8, 4’, 2, and 1'/;’. It is housed in Grace
Chapel but is often used in the church. It was delivered in 2000.

The harpsichord was a gift from the Beal, Graves, Hoeber and Lohr families
in honor of Anita Frances Beal and her eightieth birthday. The harpsichord
was built for St. Peter’s by Peter Tkach of Webster Groves, Missouri and
delivered in 2000. It is painted “Prayer Book Red,” and has the words
“Music is the gift of God” inscribed inside the lid.
